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With a sensational final round of 47 points (a new Thistle Record) Alan “BoB” Hewitson, simply powered his way to victory over an inconsolable Dusty Bin who despite scoring 82 points, still finished 2nd.   After his famous victory Alan (also known sometimes as Wee Eck) said “I really felt I had to win something to put in he Ibrox Trophy Cabinet – if it wasn’t the Thistle Trophy it would have had to be big Eck’s head”.   

Alan’s total of 87 was a fantastic score and rewrites the history books with Martin (85 points Portpatrick 1990), Wilson (84 points Montrose 1989) and Stevenson (83 points Grantown 1994) all now consigned to the group of has-beens.
